Please do not submit any additional materials, such as brochures, CDs or DVDs, press releases, etc., as only the application will be reviewed by the judges.

If you are a previous World Legacy Awards winner or finalist, you may re-apply for an award, but your application should include new initiatives in sustainable tourism that demonstrate how you continue to expand your efforts, building further on your previous recognition.

An organization or company program or project that has been successfully operating for at least twelve months may apply.
